Quote from the Williamwood Parish Church Jubilee Booklet in 1987

"A very significant purchase was that of our Allen Organ in 1972. It was a new concept in organs for Churches. Salisbury Cathedral had one installed, a very large one. 
We purchased one suitable for our building, and, as we were the first in Scotland to take this decision, we were given a large discount on condition that we allowed other Churches a demonstration.  
This, of course, we gladly did, and the organ is now valued at many time its original cost. But its real value is as a great aid to public worship and an encouragement to our organist and choir.

An organ recital by Stephen Hicks, a young organist of international repute, was greatly enjoyed by a very large congregation including many organists from other Churches.  
Stephen Hicks enjoyed the enthusiastic response so much [he had not experienced anything quite like it elsewhere] that he offered to come again for charity and without a fee."
